At present only content is the DBE teaching plans sent around by Thomas:

In our 2023 Budget there is 90 000 ZAR allotted to purchasing books for learners. This was justified by (3 grades) x (100 books per grade) x (300 ZAR per book), which is roughly the cost of a school textbook in South Africa. No choice was made during the budgeting and this is for this committee to do.
We may also have the opportunity to get some old books for free for the UK provided that we cover shipping costs. TBC
We also need to think about how to handle getting the books back, so that they can be reused for the next year.
